Equestrian Canada (EC) requires adherence to humane treatment of horses in all activities under its jurisdiction.
All participants shall be bound by the Horse Welfare Code of Conduct.
EC is committed to:
a) upholding the welfare of the horse, regardless of monetary value, as a primary consideration in all activities.
b) requiring that horses be treated with kindness, respect, and the compassion that they deserve, and that they never be subjected to
mistreatment;
¢) ensuring that owners, trainers, and exhibitors and their agents exercise appropriate care and responsibility in the handling, treatment,
and transportation of their horses, as well as horses placed in their care for any purpose.
d) providing for the continuous wellbeing of the horse by encouraging routine inspection and consultation with health care professionals and
competition officials to achieve the highest possible standards of nutrition, health, comfort, and safety;
e) continuing to support scientific studies on equine health and welfare;
f) requiring owners, trainers, and exhibitors to know and follow their sanctioning organization’s rules, and to work within industry regulations
in all equestrian competitions; and,
g) reviewing, revising, and developing competition rules and regulations that protect the welfare of the horse.

The Rule Book

“Every class offered herein is covered by the rules and specifications of the current rules of EC and will be held and judged in accordance with the
EC Rule Book.” Article A602.2

“Any horse entered in any class at a competition may be selected for equine medication control while at the event location. “Article A602.5

Per Article A801, every entry at an EC-sanctioned competition shall constitute an agreement by the person(s) responsible that the owner, lessee,
trainer, manager, agent, coach, driver or rider and horse shall be subject to the EC constitution and all rules of EC, and any additional rules set by the
competition. Itis the responsibility of all individuals participating in any capacity in EC-sanctioned competitions to be knowledgeable regarding the
EC constitution and the applicable rules of EC and the additional rules, if any, imposed by the competition. Do not participate in this EC- sanctioned
competition in any capacity if you do not consent to be bound by the constitution and rules of EC and any additional rules imposed by
the competition.” A602.7

“All horses attending Equestrian Canada sanctioned competitions must have met the requirements of Article A519, Vaccinations. See Rules of
Equestrian Canada, Section A, General Regulations, Article A519, Vaccinations

When registering for EC sanctioned competitions, athletes must indicate the name of their coach on the entry form or specify that they are self
coached. Coaches from other countries, must be in good standing with their home federation and must declare/have proof of insurance. See Rules
of Equestrian Canada, Section A, General Regulations, Article 102, Safe Sport Environments.”

PERSON(S) RESPONSIBLE The Person(s) responsible (PR) for a horse must be an adult who has, or shares responsibility for the care, training,
custody, and performance of the horse and who has official responsibility for that horse under EC Rules. The PRis liable under the penalty
provisions of the applicable EC Rules for any rule violations.

Every entry form for an EC sanctioned competition must identify the PR and be signed by the PR. The Person(s) responsible is ultimately responsible
for the condition, fithess and management of the horse and is alone responsible for any act performed by himself/herself or by any other person
with authorized access to the horse in the stables, elsewhere on the grounds, or while the horse is being ridden, driven or exercised.

A: For adult entries into EC sanctioned competitions the PR shall be either the trainer, the owner of the horse or the competitor who rides or drives
the horse during the EC sanctioned competition.

B: For Junior entries into EC sanctioned competitions the Junior competitor cannot be the PR. For Junior entries the PR may be either the trainer, the
owner of the horse, or a parent/guardian of the Junior competitor. Page 89 of the EC Rule Book
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Person(s) responsible (PR) must sign the competition entry form. PR must be an EC Sport Licence holder in good standing OR in the case of
junior/minor owner entries, a parent/guardian is entitled to sign as PR. In the case of USEF member entries PR may also be a USEF member in good
standing (see Article A213.2).

The Person(s) responsible under Equestrian Canada rules must be 18 years of age or over and sign as Trainer on the Entry Form. Article B1302.4

VACCINATIONS

All horses attending Equestrian Canada sanctioned competitions must have been administered Equine Influenza and Equine Herpes Virus (1&4)
vaccinations within 6 months (+21 days grace period) before arrival at the event. No horse shall receive vaccination within 7 days prior to arrival at
the event. Horses not in compliance with this rule may be asked to leave the event site at the discretion of Competition Management. The frequency
administered by or under the direction of a veterinarian.

Competition management requires supporting documentation confirming a horse’s compliance with mandatory vaccination requirements.

If administered by a veterinarian, the veterinarian will provide documentation to the Person Responsible.

If the veterinarian did not administer the vaccine, the Person Responsible will provide:

. The horse’s name e the date administered
e areceiptcopy ofthe vaccine purchase e asignature confirming all information is true and correct
e name of the vaccine with serial number & expiration date

Inthe case of a horse that is unable to receive either of the vaccines, a letter from a veterinarian on official letterhead must be provided with the
entry form, stating the horse cannot be vaccinated due to medical concerns. At the discretion of competition management, a log of the horse’s
temperature prior to arrival at the event site or during the event can be requested. ARTICLE A519

Horses punished unnecessarily or severely anywhere on the show grounds will be dealt with under EC and AHA rules.

“Any horse entered in any class at a competition may be selected for equine medication control while at the event locations.” By entering the
show, all owners consent to equine medication testing of their horse(s) if selected, this includes all Breeding, In-Hand, and Performance Horses.
A602.5

All horses entered in the show are required to pay the EC Silver testing fee charge of $10.00 which is listed on the entry form.

All horses artificially, improperly, or unfairly prepared or tampered with before entering the show arena will be disqualified. The use of any
substance to induce temporary heat will not be allowed.

If it is ascertained that an exhibitor, trainer, owner has made, or caused to be made, any false statements in regard to any animal or article
exhibited, or if anu exhibitor shall attempt to interfere with the judge in the performance of their duties, they shall be excluded from competing or
exhibiting.

ACCIDENTS & RETURN TO PLAY

o Thisrule is applicable to all competitors (including foreign at EC sanctioned events and applies to falls/accidents that occur at this event location

¢ Inthe event of a fall/accident where a concussion can be reasonably suspected, (not limited to a direct blow to the head or loss of consciousness),
the competitor must receive medical clearance by qualified medical personnel onsite, through the EC Accident Injury Report Form before continuing.
The competitor is solely responsible for ensuring the onsite medical assessment takes place by the onsite qualified medical personnel. If the
competitor refuses to be evaluated, he/she is disqualified from the event.

e Ifthe qualified medical personnel suspects a concussion (regardless of symptoms displayed), or believes that the competitor may be at risk of
concussion due to the nature of the fall or impact, the competitor is suspended from competition until medically released, as outlined in paragraph 6
below.

e Inthe case of the preceding paragraphs, an EC Accident/Injury Report Form must be completed by either the attending Steward, Technical Delegate
or the attending qualified medical personnel onsite and submitted to EC within 24 hours of the occurrence. It is the Steward’s / Technical Delegate’s
responsibility to ensure forms are complete and submitted on time.

e Any competitor suspended from competing further at the event on the basis of any of the preceding paragraphs will be placed on a medical
suspension list, managed by EC, until medically released as in the process described in paragraph 6 below.

e Inthe event a competitor is determined ineligible to compete per one of the above conditions, the competitor must submit the EC Return to Sport
Form to EC, completed by a licensed physician/nurse practitioner. The EC Return to Sport Form will be processed by EC within two business days,
at which point the competitor will be removed from the EC Medical Suspension list and may return to regular competition. If the competitor wishes to
compete after being medically released by a physician but before the EC processing period of the form, the competitor must also submit a copy of
the EC Return to Sport Form to the show secretary. In this case the competitor is competing at their own risk and may be pursuant to fines and
penalties if the form is found to be incomplete in any way.

o No competitor shall compete in an EC sanctioned event while on the EC Medical Suspension List. It is the responsibility of the competitor to refrain
from competition and the competition organizer may refuse entry to anyone currently on the EC Medical Suspension List.

e  These rules also apply to EC sanctioned competitors competing in FEl and USEF competitions 6
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General Rules and Regulations

All entries are accepted with the understanding that the
Arabian Horse Association, Equestrian Canada, the Region
17 Arabian Horse Association, and the Region 17
Championship Horse Show Commission, their officers,
contract orvolunteers or any of its affiliates, willnot be held
responsible for any loss, damage or injury to any exhibitor,
his or her agent or employee, or to any horse or any article
of any kind. The exhibitor will be responsible for any loss,
damage or injury, to any person, animal or properly
occasioned by him, his agents or employees, or by any
animal owned or exhibited by him and shall indemnify all
parties listed above against any and all loss, damages, or
liability thus occasioned, including but not limited to any
and all legal costs, including attorney fees which may be
incurred as a result thereof. The submitting of any entry
form to the Entry Secretary shall constitute anu
acceptance by each person signing same of the provisions
herein set forth.

Upon any act of discourtesy or disobedience to any official
or volunteer of the Region 17 Championship Horse Show
on the part of any owner, groom, rider, driver or handler,
may result in the immediate removal from the show of said
person, at the discretion of the Show Commission and the
owner will forfeit their entry fees. Such action will be
reported to EC and AHA for disciplinary action. Official
protests must be made in writing, sighed and addressed to
the secretary of the OC and accompanied by a deposit of
$100in cash.

The Show Committee reserves the right to add, amend or
delete any point not covered by the rules & to correct any
error or make any necessary changes in the Prize List or
Program. The Show Committee reserves the right to add
classes or make necessary changes to tentative schedule
but will exercise this with ample notice given to
competitors affected by changes.

No horse shall remain on the grounds if it is not entered in
the Region 17 Show unless written permission is granted by
the Show Commission except for Mare’s with foal(s) at side.
Every horse entered in this show MUST have a stall.

Hors Concours will not be considered at the Region 17
Championship Show.

Substitution of any horse will be handled on an individual
basis and approved by the Region 17 show committee.

Stallions are permitted in Junior Exhibitor Performance
classes; however, they are NOT permitted in Junior
Showmanship, Walk/Trot/Jog or Lead line classes.

UNRELATED OWNERS IN OWNER CLASSES - For the
purposes of showing in Junior Owner and Amateur Owner
classes, two non-related owners will now be able to co-
own a horse and show in owner classes provided the
following rules are followed. The ownership MUST be an
AND relationship and not an OR relationship. No family
member of a professional may enter into this relationship.
“Non-family owners” are defined as two distinct
individuals who are not related as family as defined by US
Equestrian or Equestrian Canada. The horse must be
registered with one of the five Registries in US or Canada or
another approved Registry. Family members of these two
co-owners are NOT permitted to show in owner classes.
Both co-owners must be members of USEF or EC and hold
valid amateur cards. Co-ownership is limited to two
distinctindividuals (no farms or business entities). A horse
canonly be in (1) one non-related Co-ownership per show
season - if a co-ownership is terminated, another co
ownership cannot be entered into for that horse until the
next year. An individual can only enter into (2) two distinct
non-related co-ownerships at any one time. Show
management may deny horses in this relationship entry
into AO/JO classes with payout in excess of $2,500. Please
see Article B1304.2 /USEF AR110.4.e for complete
requirements and limitations.

Patterns and Orders of Go will be posted 24 hours prior
to classes.

Sport Horse in Hand Classes will use Pattern “A”
triangle, Refer to EC Article B2405.1/USEF 1649E1.1
Sport Horse in Hand will be split to Dressage Type and
Hunter Type for the Region 17 Championship show.

Scoring System is MOS - Majority of Opinion System - See
Current AHA Handbook. This system will be used for all
Region 17 Championship Classes including Halter
Classes. Specialty classes - i.e. Trail, Reining, Dressage
will be scored using the one judge system as indicated in
the AHA handbook.

Region 17 In Hand/Breeding Classes will utilize the IN the
Ring Procedure- Judging begins when the first horse enters
the ring, and its movement is being evaluated and scored.
The horse shall enter at a trot. To lessen stress on In Hand
horses, grooms/owners, etc. will be requested to leave the
hitching ring prior to the entry of each halter class. Region
17 Championship in Hand/Breeding Classes will use the
Comparative scoring system.

The one specified person assisting with entrance of in-hand
horses into the ring will be allowed to use only the same
length whip and appendages as are currently allowed for
the individual handling the horse. Rule reference B1401.4
The specified person will not hit or use any other objects,
such as trash cans, walls, etc., to make any noise. The use
of plastic or paper bags of any type or size is prohibited in
assisting with entrance(s) into the arena. EC B1401.1

Barn Calls are a courtesy. Exhibitors must ascertain when
and where their classes are being judged. Every effort will
be made to advise the exhibitor of any changes in the Venue
and Tentative Schedule.

Gate Holds are allowed at the discretion of the Show
Committee and must be requested through the Show
Office one FULL session before the class is held.
Two-minute Gate: In collective classes, the gate will close
TWO (2) minutes after the first horse enters the ring or in
large classes taking more than two minutes the gate will be
closed at the completion of the final horse in a continuous
string of horses entering the ring. Afterthe gate is closed no
entry will be allowed in unless approved by the Judge or
Steward. No exceptions EC B1306.8

The Paddock Master will contact the Show Office if it is
an EMERGENCY!

Exhibitors are responsible for reporting all entries to the
Paddock Master/Gate Attendant before each respective
classis called for showing and must enter the ring promptly
when called.

Competitor numbers must be worn in the paddock or
warm-up area prior to the class and in the show arena
during competition. Failure to wear a competition number
during the class MAY result in disqualification of the entry
by the judge. EC B1306.9

Exhibitor number must be on the horse or on the exhibitor
when leaving the stall barn.

Any exhibitor using the wrong number or having no
number may be excused or disqualified from the class at
the discretion of the call judge.

Grooms and attendants are to appear in the ring neat,
clean and suitably attired, in the opinion of the Show
Committee.

Any exhibitor may wear protective headgear (ASTM/SEI)
and/or a protective safety vest, specifically designed for
use in equestrian sport in any division or class without
penalty from the judge.

Crossing the Border

The importation and exportation of horse(s) is overseen in Canada by the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA). The CFIA manages all inquiries
regarding the importation and exportation of horses within Canada.

Any person travelling with horses is responsible for ensuring proper documentation is provided to border officials when transporting horses across
the border, and to verify which currentimport conditions apply prior to crossing the border. We highly recommend you stay informed about regions
of equine infectious disease outbreak by monitoring Health Alerts.

Advance notice needed for CFIA inspections of live animals at border ports of entry

Some animals, including livestock, require inspection by the CFIA at border ports of entry. In most cases, this inspection must be completed by a
CFIA veterinarian at the first point of arrival in Canada. If a CFIA inspection is required, this is indicated in the Automated Import Reference System
(AIRS). It is the importers responsibility to arrange an appointment for an inspection at least 24 hours prior o the expected arrival of the animal at
the port of entry. This ensures a veterinarian is available for the inspection and minimizes delays.

This Region 17 Championship chooses the option of using one ride for the 2026 Regional Championship classes.

Dressage rides may be limited for the Region 17 Championship due to time restraints.

R17 Qualifications — have been waived for 2026.

For Arabian Dressage Seat Equitation rules, refer to the Rules of Equestrian Canada, Section E, Dressage and Para-Dressage. Section E,
Dressage and Para-Dressage.

Approved protective headgear is mandatory. EC B3603.9

DRESSAGE division riders are subject to Dressage rules: Section E, Chapter 4 - Safety Headgear. Approved protective headgear must
be worn by all riders competing in all levels of dressage and dressage seat Equitation classes at EC Arabian breed Bronze and Silver
competitions. This rule applies whenever the dressage rider is mounted on the competition grounds warming up for a test. Penalty
for contravening is elimination.

At the tack check which follows the test, the steward may ask the rider to dismount so that the approved protective headgear may be
inspected for approval label. e) f) g) When cross entry by rider or horse/rider combination is permitted between Dressage, Working
Hunter, Jumper, Hunter Hack or Hunt Seat Equitation and any other Arabian classes at a competition, the above stated approved
protective headgear requirements apply only to the designated warm-up and competition areas or when the competitor is actually
warming up for the specific classes

10. Fire lanes must be kept clear at all times.

11. Any trailer that is plugged into Thunderbird’s electricity must be registered with R17, pay the

full camping charge and display the RV Tag in the window closest to the entrance of the RV/
trailer. Tags will be provided at the Show Office.

12. Once assigned, RV/Camping spots may not be moved or exchanged without written approval
by R17.
